1. Free flow of information will be undermined

資訊自由及表達自由會被妨礙
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Up to 85% of the respondents believed that free flow of information would be undermined according to the proposal in the Consultation Paper.  Only 5% believed there would be no change in the flow of information.

2. Necessary duty of library manager will be undermined

圖書館主任必要的職務被妨礙
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There were 85% of the respondents stated that necessary duty of library manager would be undermined according to the proposal in the Consultation Paper, while 7% did not think so.

3. Academic research and news reporting are sufficient to be a defense of “reasonable excuse”
學術研究及新聞報道足夠作為抗辯的理由
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The research found that 42% of the respondents felt that the proposal in 4.17 of the Consultation Paper, which stated that academic research and news reporting could be a defense of “reasonable excuse”, was insufficient.  On the contrary, 27% thought it was sufficient.

4. Ordinary duty of the library manager should be exempted from prosecution

圖書館主任履行日常職責應豁免被起訴
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An overwhelming majority (93%) stated that ordinary duty of library manager should be exempted from prosecution.  Only 5% thought there was no necessity to have exemption.

5. Support for emergency entry, search and seizure power should be provided to the police
贊成警方具緊急進入, 搜查及檢取的權力
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Nearly 80% of the respondents (79%) opposed emergency entry, search and seizure power should be provided to the police.  On the contrary, only 7% supported such power.

Over 70% of the respondents (74.9%) opposed legislation in accordance Article 23 at this moment.  On the other hand, 14.5% supported that and 10.6% were neutral.

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The data demonstrated that over 80% of the respondents (83.7%) believed human rights would be curtailed under Article 23 legislation.  Only 8.6% believed it would not undermine human rights.

An overwhelming majority of the respondents (86%) agreed that Article 23 legislation would affect freedom of speech, while 6.8% opposed it and 7.2% were neutral.

4. Will Article 23 legislation result in crime of speech or crime of thought?
